¢ Over half the oxygen we breath comes from a microscopic plant called phytoplankton that lives in the ocean ® The ocean affects
our climate and rainfall which influences our weather ® The ocean provides us with fresh water through the water cycle ® Sadly,
over 8 billion tons of plastic is dumped in the ocean around the world every year which affects the marine habitats and animals
e The ocean absorbs carbon from the atmosphere causing climate change and ocean acidification
