The result has been most satisfactory, in some places ; the fishings,
since the order expired, having been most productive. o o o

The application of the Arklow fishermen, to permit them to dredge in the mbon‘ ]1 c:; ‘
May, as referred to in our report for 1879, was fully inquired into on 1 4th September last.

After consideration, we felt constrained to refuse the application, but we deemed 1t
necessary to make a Bye-law to prevent the removal of oysters under the dimension of
two inches from the beds, between Wicklow Head and Raven Point. _

This Bye-Law is now awaiting the decision of Your Excellency and the Privy
Council. : : _

The importation of oysters from Auray, in Brittany, we are glad to observe, is
becoming somewhat more general, and in most places where they have been tried
the experiment has been very successful. ! i

We trust that, in the future, this importation may be more extensively carried on ;
as both on the east and west coasts, where oysters from that district of France have
been laid down, they have thriven most satisfactorily. 1

Inquiries were held during the year as to the cultivation of certain beds held under
licences from this Department. In several cases it was found that no steps had been
taken to properly cultivate and stock the beds, and in consequence, in accordance
with the provisions of the Oyster Fishery Acts, steps are being taken to cancel these
licences.

Tee Herrine FismeriEs.

Herrings, in various quantities, are taken in many places on the coast of_ Trelnn_d, but
Howth, Arklow, Kinsale, Greenore, Ardglass, Omeath and Warrenpoint, Kilkeel,
Annalong, and Courtown, are the only places from which regular statistics have been
procured. ‘ :

From these places, the return of herrings, taken in 1880, was 96,027 mease, showin
a decrease, as compared with 1879, of 27,950 mease, and, as compared with 1878, of
a7,576 mease—more than one-half. r

The average price per mease at which they were sold was £1 Is. 1d., producing a
total of £101,113, as compared with £139,880, in 1879, and £220,278, 1n 1878.

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Ardglass Harbour, now almost completed, affords great additional encouragement to
boats from a distance to engage in the herring fishery. The Scotch boats, particularly,
continue to increase in number, and are largely in excess of all others. Annalong has
still been unable to obtain the requisite harbour accommodation, though the necessary
pecuniary guarantees have been offered.

Tur MAckEreEL FISHERY.

The season of 1880 was a successful one, although the quantity landed at Kinsale
was considerably less than in 1879, ’

This result has been caused by the fishermen having landed large quantities at
places more conveniently situated with regard to their fishing ground. Thus at Glandore,
at Union Hall, and Baltimore, very large quantities were brought ashore this season,
and these places being all within a short distance of the West Cork Railway, a oreat
deal was despatched by rail and some by steamer to the different markets. i

At Kinsale the take consisted of 118,718 boxes of six score each, which were sold at
prices varying from 12s. to 46s. 6d. per box, producing in the aggregate £138,202 13s. 6d.,
averaging £1 3s. 3d. per box. e

The take, although less by 49,171 boxes, realized a sum in excess of that for 1879 of
£37,750 13s. 6d.

At Baltimore, 9,845 boxes were landed. These produced a sum of £9,981 6s. 6., the
prices ranging from 10s. to 25s. per box, averaging £1 0s. 3d. each.

At Union Hal and Glandore, the amount landed has not been ascertained, but it also
was very large. It may be fairly assumed that the money realized in 1880 from these
our principal mackerel fisheries, far exceeded that of any year previous.

Steps have been taken to secure, for the future, exact returns from all the principal
places where this fish is landed ; so that in our next annual report we expect to be able
to show more accurately the great value of the mackerel fishery on our southern coast.

As we pointed out in our last report, p. 7, this fishery is being gradually developed
more to the westward and northward. Durine 1879, a lar 3

Frencn Vessgrs,

The French fleet attending and sharing in the fishery consisted of 160 vessels,
ranging from 43 to 90 tons, with crews of from 16 fo 94 hands in each vessel
All, with the exception of 3, were provided with steam cear with which to haul their
nets, &c., and 2 With auxiliary screw propellers.  Of t]n-;f;e, 130 hailed from Boulogne
08 from Fecamp, and 2 from Dieppe. The quantity of mackerel tnl{en by them :‘W‘:
very large. ' ‘
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Pilchards appeared in considerable quantities off various parts of the coast, though in
the localities where the fishermen were best prepared for their capture but few were
taken. At Baltimore about 50 hogsheads were cured for the Italian markets, and
obtained ready sale, at remunerative prices.

SPRATS.

Immense quantities of. sprats are captured annually off our coasts. At Kinsale
alone the returns show that 3,514 tons weight of this fish were taken from July to the
end of the year, realizing a sum of £1,528 6s. _

The prices at times were so low, both here and in Cork Harbour, that the fishermen
would not shoot their nets for this fish at times when they might have been taken in any
quantity.

With the facilities for export now existing, and of transport by rail throughout
Irelond, it is to be regretted that efforts are not made to supply local markets, where,
as a rule, fresh fish is rarely to be had.

It will be observed that some of the most important works in this list have not been
undertaken, as for instance that at Ballycottin, county Cork, Portsalon, county
Donegal, &ec., &c.

In some of the cases the proportion required to be provided—from other than the
public funds—towards the expense was not forthcoming, and in others, although the
fourth \_vould have beep provided, the applications were rejected, in consequence of the
restriction of the public grant to places situated in unions scheduled as distressed.

We cannot but express regret that it was found necessary to confine the grant in
this way, as some places were thus rendered ineligible which were in every way most
important as fishing stations, and where, if proper works could have been carried out,
considerable development of the fisheries would have resulted.

In our opinion the provision of proper piers, slips, and improvement of harbours, so
as to afford safe shelter for boats engaged in fishing, is of the very first importance,
as 1t cannot be expected that the poor fishing population on our coasts will invest their

small means in boats and gear—with the prospect, in bad weather, of losing all, from
want of harbours of refuge.

[

Nothing that it is in the power of the Government to do will have a greater effect in
promoting fishery enterprise than providing these, wherever necessary and practicable.

In some places the work required is of a very simple and inexpensive character—
such as the removal of a rock, or the construction of a rough breakwater—but still,
quite beyond the means of the local fishermen to undertake.

In cases of this kmgl we think it would be found of great advantage if this Depart-
meélt could be aﬁlthonzec]l to call'ay out such works.
